Town Council Meeting
June 11, 2007
  

7:31 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jack Billman. Mayor Billman led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

Roll Call:  Council members Judd Wilson, Tamera Glaser, Mike Criner, Marla Reed and Jack Mears. 

 

Staff Present: Attorney David Day, Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr and Public Works Director Alan Wilkins.

Special Presentations: 
 

Public Safety: The Mayor reported that the request for action regarding speeding on Cedar Street has been forwarded to the Skagit County Sheriff’s Office. He also reported that patrols in the area should be increasing and that citizens should report vehicle descriptions to the Sheriff’s Office when speeding occurs.  

 

H.D.R.: Copies of change order #7 were distributed to the Council which included the stormwater redesign, over excavation and the soda ash tank. 

 

Skagit County Open Space Plan: Jeroldine Hallberg from Skagit County presented background information and presented information on the proposed Skagit County Open Space Plan, as mandated by the Growth Management Act. She also explained how this plan is intended to focus in and around the urban growth areas throughout Skagit County. Tom Beckwith, a consultant hired by the Skagit Council of Governments to complete the plan, described the approach taken to develop the open space plan. He also discussed the various funding mechanisms to implement the plan and reiterated that the plan is conceptual at this point. Discussion ensued regarding existing trails and open spaces, as well as adopted plans.
 

Judd Wilson made a motion for a ten minute recess at 8:43 PM. Tamera Glaser seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

Mayor Billman called the meeting back to order at 8:53 PM.

Judd Wilson made a motion to approve the consent agenda with a correction to read as follows: “Bob Powell noted that HDR would not terminate the contract with the Town if the proposed amendment is not passed.” Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

Public Hearings: Six Year Transportation Improvement Program: Mayor Billman reviewed the proposed projects and priorities for the six-year transportation improvement program. The Mayor opened the public hearing for comment at 8:54 PM. 

 

Jason Miller of 7674 Cedar Park questioned whether the projects are in the design phase. He encouraged the Council to improve Cedar Street by adding sidewalks, but not widening the street.

 

Robert Dileo of 7639 Cedar Park discussed the need for pedestrian and wheelchair access on Cedar Street.

Council discussion ensued regarding the proposed six-year TIP.  Judd Wilson made a motion to approve the six-year transportation improvement program by Resolution #2007-05. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

New Business: Stop Sign on Cedar Street-Robert Dileo, 7639 Cedar Park: Mr. Dileo requested the Town install a stop sign on Cedar Street at the intersection of South Park Avenue to stop the speeding problem. 
Discussion ensued regarding the proposal. Jack Mears made a motion to install a stop sign on the east and west bound portions of Cedar Street at the intersection of South Park Avenue. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion was voted and approved with Jack Mears, Tamera Glaser, and Mike Criner for, and Judd Wilson and Marla Reed opposed. 

 
Contract for Legal Services-David Day: Judd Wilson made a motion to approve the proposed contract for legal services with David Day with an updated rate and with the term ending on December 31, 2009. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

 
Elect Mayor Pro-Tem: Jack Mears nominated Judd Wilson for Mayor Pro-Tem. Marla Reed seconded the nomination. No other nominations were made. The nomination for Judd Wilson as Mayor Pro-Tem was voted and carried unanimously with Judd Wilson recusing himself from the vote.

Airport: Jack Mears reported on the status of the Airport Layout Plan as well as the grant submittals for Bucher, Willis & Ratliff and for Skagit Surveyors & Engineers.

 

Parks: Next meeting is scheduled for June 25, 2007 at 6:30 PM.

 

Department Reports: 
 

Planning Commission: Town Planner Lacy Lahr updated the Council on the grant application submitted to the Port of Skagit County for the Town Center Signage project. The available grant amount for the project is $10,000. It was suggested that the Town send out letters of inquiry to other potential funding sources such as to the tribes and to Puget Sound Energy. 

 

Administration/Finance Report:  Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr reminded the Council that she will be attending the AWC Annual Conference in Tacoma, June 12th through June 15th. Lacy also noted that she will be out on sick leave the last week of June beginning on the 25th for a tonsillectomy.
 

Public Works: Public Works Director Alan Wilkins updated the Council on the progress of the wastewater treatment plant project. He reported that HDR is reviewing the handling and hauling of the sludge. Discussion ensued regarding hauling wet sludge versus using a belt press first to eliminate excess water. Alan also reported that the roof over the head works has been changed from composition to metal. 

 

Mayors Report:  Mayor Billman reported on a legal opinion received from David Day disclosing that Tamera Glaser was not a registered voter at the time of her appointment to the Town Council. The letter stated that she was properly appointed by the Council. Tamera also added that she had moved here in August of 2006 and believed that she had filed for a change of address in November. She had applied for the position on the Council in good faith. 

 

Announcements: Mike Criner announced that he will not be in attendance at the next Council meeting.
