


Town of Concrete
Town Council Meeting
July 23, 2007
 
 

7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jack Billman. Mayor Billman led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

Roll Call:  Council members Jack Mears, Tamera Glaser, Mike Criner, Marla Reed and Judd Wilson.

 

Staff Present: Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr, Deputy Clerk Andrea Fichter, and Public Works Director Alan Wilkins. 

 

Audience Members Signed In: Doug Gates, John Burmaster, Deputy Tobin Meyer, August Kryger, Marty Glaser, Robert A Dileo Sr., Evalyn Goeringer, Allen Fabrick, Carol Fabrick, and George Theodoratus. 

 

Special Presentations: 
 
Mayor Billman announced that he will be moving out of town and will no longer be eligible to serve as the Mayor. Mayor Billman thanked the Town and wished them luck. Mayor Billman then resigned his position and turned the meeting over to Mayor Pro-Tem Judd Wilson. 

 

A motion was made by Mike Criner to present Jack Billman with a certificate of appreciation for his hard work. A second to the motion was made by Marla Reed. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

Public Safety: Skagit County Deputy Tobin Meyer reported that they are aware of the graffiti problem in town and are working on the issue. Deputy Meyer also informed the council of a lotto scam directed at elderly people. Jack Mears noted that higher quality housing was needed in town. Evalyn Goeringer suggested that the Sheriff’s Department move into the old police department office and create a better presence in town. 

  

H.D.R. –George Sidhu, WWTP Project Manager: George updated the council on the progress of the wastewater treatment plant project. He reported that the project is about 55% to 60% complete. He also reported on the construction progress of the building, the large pieces of equipment that will be delivered, and the electrical and plumbing equipment to be installed. He stated that the construction phase is on schedule and on budget with an anticipated construction completion time of November, with an additional two months of required testing, putting the plant in operation in early 2008. It was suggested that anyone interested in touring the facility should contact Alan Wilkins.

A motion to approve the consent agenda was made by Mike Criner. A second to the motion was made by Marla Reed. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

Public Hearings: None

 

Public Participation: Marty Glaser, 8064 Ronald Avenue
Council Member Tamera Glaser recused herself from this portion of the meeting. 

 

Mr. Glaser expressed frustration over the process for constructing his airplane hanger. He noted that he has completed projects in Snohomish County before and had to deal with different inspectors and building officials continuously. He believed that working in Concrete would be simpler with a five-person council and only one building official. Mr. Glaser also discussed a timeline he prepared regarding his project. Discussion ensued regarding system development charge credits, required timelines in the review process, the engineering review process, and the need to provide examples of approved designs for utilities and roadways. 

 

It was the consensus of the council that a public works design manual is needed to provide information on what is expected of developers.  A motion was made by Mike Criner to request the Town Engineer to propose a task order to complete a design manual. A second to the motion was made by Jack Mears. The motion carried unanimously.  

 

Old Business: Resolution Approving Glaser Conditional Use Permit LU 06-012:
Town Planner Lacy Lahr presented Resolution #2007-06, a Resolution approving the Glaser conditional use permit no. LU 06-012 for the construction of an airplane hanger.  
A motion to approve Resolution #2007-06 was made by Jack Mears. A second to the motion was made by Mike Criner. The motion carried unanimously with Council Member Tamera Glaser recusing herself from the vote. 

 

Cascade Days Request: John Burmaster: Mr. Burmaster was present to follow-up the request by Cascade Days for a beer garden. He stated that the beer garden would be placed on Baker Street which will already be blocked off and that the beer garden would most likely be open until the end of the festivities for that day. 

 

A motion was made by Jack Mears to approve the beer garden request with the specific provisions that it would be held in the up town business district area, that it would end by 8:00 PM and that the Town of Concrete would be named as an additional insured in the operator’s insurance policy. A second to the motion was made by Mike Criner. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

New Business: Dube Lot #9 Lease Transfer: A motion was made by Mike Criner to authorize the transfer of the lease for Lot #9 at the Concrete Municipal Airport from Pamela Dube to Chris Thun. A second to the motion was made by Marla Reed. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

Council Reports:  
 

Airport: Council Member Jack Mears reported that the Fly-In preparations were going well. He also reported that the cement floor for Lot #0 should be poured on Wednesday. Discussion ensued regarding the proposed revisions to the airport binding site plan revisions and the proposed addition of a third row of 50’ X 50’ lots, to include required taxiways and fire lanes. Town Planner Lacy Lahr noted that a public hearing is required in order to revise the binding site plan. 

 

Parks: Judd Wilson reported on the Parks meeting that had been held prior to the council meeting. He stated that Rod Coffell had requested that the Town help pay for the hardware that was needed to complete the backstop project at the town ball field. He also reported on a possible Eagle Scout project to paint the helipad at the airport. Judd also informed the Council that he has contacted Mike Janicki of Janicki Logging about donating logs for the town center signage project.  

 

Department Reports: 
 

Planning Commission: Town Planner Lacy Lahr reported on the recent Planning Commission meeting. It was noted that a letter had been sent out to the 
Swinomish Indian Tribe to request funding for the town center signage project. She will be working on similar letters to be sent out to other various funding sources. 

 

Administration/Finance Report:  No Report

 

Public Works: Public Works Director Alan Wilkins reported that the public restrooms on Main Street had been vandalized and they will need to replace two toilets. He also reminded the Council that if they would like a tour of the wastewater treatment plant to contact him. 

 

Mayors Report:  Clerk Treasurer Lacy Lahr requested direction from the Council on the appointment of a new Mayor. She stated they could either advertise the opening or appoint from the council. 

 

A motion to appoint Judd Wilson as Mayor was made by Jack Mears. A second to the motion was made by Mike Criner. The motion passed unanimously with Judd Wilson recusing himself from the vote. 


It was the consensus of the council to review existing applications and advertise for the now vacant council position left by Judd Wilson. 

 

Announcements: Town Planner Lacy Lahr updated the Council on the $15,000.00 grant that the Town received to evaluation the sidewalks on Main Street. It was the consensus of the Council for staff and the Mayor to interview applicants and to bring the contract to the next meeting to consideration by the Council.  

 

Audience Member Robert Dileo expressed his gratitude to the Council for placing the stop signs on Cedar Street. He believes it has helped the speeding problem. 

 

Planning Commissioner Robert Dileo also requested direction from the Council on how to proceed with habitual absenteeism by some members of the Planning Commission. It was the consensus of the Council to send a letter requesting that Commissioners who are habitually absent step down from their position to allow for other interested citizens to serve on the Commission.

Adjournment: A motion for adjournment was made by Mike Criner at 8:55 PM. A second to the motion was made by Marla Reed. The motion carried unanimously.
