FILL AND GRADE PERMIT APPLICATION

A fill and grade permit is required for filling, excavating, and/or grading material.  

The proposed fill and/or grading may not be placed in such a way as to direct drainage onto an adjoining property.  Fill material, once placed, must be protected against the possibility of collapse, 'cave-in', or erosion.  Methods for reducing run-off must be provided.

If the proposed fill and/or grading is placed in such a way as to effect a stream, wetland, floodplain, or other critical area, other permits may also be required.  If the proposed fill and/or grading is within commercial or industrial zones, a landscaping plan may also be required.  A SEPA checklist is also required for filling, and/or excavating material of more than 100 cubic yards throughout the total lifetime of the fill or excavation.

A pre-work inspection and a completion-of-work inspection are required for Fill and Grade Permits for projects of 100 cubic yards or more; inspections may be required for smaller projects.

Attach:  

1.  A description and map of project location, to include property boundaries, existing and proposed structures, location of proposed fill and/or grade, and location of effected resources (such as streams, wetlands, floodplain, wildlife areas, etc.).  If fill and grade are to take place at more than one location, furnish a description and map for each location.

2.  A description of the type (soil, rock, moisture) to be filled/graded.

3.  A typical cross-section showing original and proposed grade.

4  Amount of fill and/or grading (in cubic yards) proposed.  

5  If proposed fill and grade is 100 cubic yards or more, attach a SEPA Checklist, drainage study and erosion/sedimentation control plan prepared by a licensed engineer.  

6.  Application fee of $120.00 for 50 cubic yards and over or $50.00 for under 50 cubic yards.

Note:  If the fill is placed in an area where future construction will occur, compaction tests of the fill will be required at the time of construction.  It is recommended that such compaction tests be performed during the placement of the fill to eliminate future complications.
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
