VACATION OF PUBLIC RIGHTS-OF-WAY

The owners of an interest in any real estate abutting upon any street or alley may petition the Town Council to vacate said right-of-way, as provided by RCW Ch. 35.79.  The Town Council itself may also initiate a street vacation as provided by RCW Ch. 35.79.  The petition or resolution must be filed with the Town Clerk.

The petition must be signed by owners of more than two-thirds of the property abutting upon the street or alley sought to be vacated.  The Town Council will then, by resolution, set a date within 20 to 60 days for when the petition will be heard and decided upon.   Notice of the public hearing must be given to both to the public and to adjacent land owners at least 15 days before the date fixed for the hearing.

Please attach the following information:

1.  A completed Land Use Permit Application form, including the required application fee.

2.  A legal description of the portion of street/alley to be vacated.  

2.  A map of the portion of the street/alley to be vacated.  Also indicate the adjacent land owners.

3.  A written justification for the proposed street/alley vacation.

4.  A statement from the applicants indicating that they are responsible for arranging and paying for an appraisal of the street or alley to be vacated, and will compensate the town for up to one-half the appraised value of the area, unless the street or alley has been part of a dedicated public right-of-way for twenty-five years or more, or if the subject property was acquired at public expense, the town may require the owners of the property abutting the street or alley to compensate the town the full appraised value of the area vacated; and that the applicant understands that the Town may retain an easement or the right to exercise and grant easements in respect to the vacated land for the construction, repair, and maintenance of public utilities and services.

5.  If any portion of the street or alley abuts a body of fresh water, attach written evidence that the vacation is in the public interest, and sought to enable the Town to acquire the property for port purposes, beach or water access purposes, boat moorage or launching sites, park, public view, recreation, or educational purposes, or other public uses.

6.  Petition for Vacation of Public Rights-of-Way.

No vested rights are affected by the provisions of this application or permit.
