Old Business

Historic Preservation Fund Grant Application Award: Rick updated the commission on the grant award and the next steps. He stated that once the contract is received, the town can solicit for consultant services. 
New Business Schedule for Grant Contract and Scope of Work for Superior Building: Rick reviewed the scope of work for the Superior Building as described in the grant application. He reported that the scope will be included in the grant contract from the state. He reported on the process for the selection of the consultant. He stated that the town should be able to use the informal process due to the amount of the funds being used. He also stated that the commission can make a recommendation to the council, which will have final approval authority. Rick reviewed the project schedule, reporting that at least three (3) firms will have to be notified and the project has a one-year window for completion. 
“Kick Off” meeting for National Preservation Conference, Spokane, WA: Rick reported on the “Kick Off’ meeting that will be held in Spokane on August 30. He stated that this is an informational and brainstorming session to help plan the actual conference, which will be held in late October or early November 2012. He reported that if someone was able to attend, they would be able to give ideas and suggestions. She also stated that it may be a good idea to for a commission member to offer to be a presenter at the conference.

He stated that he had spoken with her and she will remain on the commission until a replacement can be found. Rick reported that her replacement will need to have a landscape design or landscape architect background.
