The Washington State Legislature recently approved amendments to the Shoreline Management Act (RCW 90.58.080) requiring local governments to update their Shoreline Master Programs and establishing a timetable for adoption. The Town of Concrete has received a grant from the Washington State Department of Ecology to develop and adopt a Master Program by June 30, 2012. The Master Program will include policies and regulations guiding long-term management of the shorelines of Lake Shannon, Baker River and Skagit River located within the Town’s jurisdictional boundaries. The Town has contracted with Graham-Bunting Associates to assist with preparation of the Master Program.
