planning commission meeting

April 4, 2006
7:22 PM:  The meeting was called to order by Chair Tim Cooley. 

Roll Call:  Darla Feetham, Doug Gates, Tim Cooley, George Theodoratus and John Burmaster.  Commissioners Don Payne, Jason Miller, and Carol Pederson arrived after roll call.

Staff:  Town Planner Lacy Lahr

Audience Members:  Jack Mears, Jack Billman, Robin Feetham, and Dave McLaughlin. 

Approval of Minutes:  The minutes of the March 21, 2006 meeting were reviewed.  Doug Gates made a motion to approve the meeting minutes.  John Burmaster made a second to the motion.  The motion was voted and carried.
Public Participation:  Dave McLaughlin, representing the Mount Baker Motorcycle Club, presented a proposal by the club to host a one-day motorcycle race in Concrete to take place in July or August. Mr. McLaughlin described the proposed event and detailed the route that the race would take through town.  The club plans to use Silo Park as the staging area for racers.  

The Commission discussed possible issues associated with the event such as noise, parking, speeds through town, particularly on Main Street, additional emergency services needed, pedestrian crossings, and cleaning the route afterwards.

Mr. Laughlin assured the Commission that each of those issues had been planned for and will be dealt with as required by the Town.  In addition, the club is proposing to close Dillard Avenue and E Street while the event is taking place.  Mr. McLaughlin will be bringing the proposal to the Town Council for review and approval of the event application and would like a recommendation from the Planning Commission. 
Don Payne made a motion to recommend to the Town Council that the event be held; Doug Gates made a second to the motion. The motion was voted and carried with John Burmaster recusing himself from the vote.

OLD BUSINESS

Chairs Report:  No Chairs Report.
Parks Committee:  Planner Lahr briefly discussed the need to obtain updated information on the town parks including an inventory of existing facilities, and a survey of the existing users.  A draft user survey was reviewed by the Commission with a suggestion that such a survey be distributed at the school to be sent home with the students.  

NEW BUSINESS

Airport Land Use District:  Jack Mears came before the Planning Commission to discuss the draft goals and policies and development regulations for the Airport Land Use District.  Mr. Mears addressed the housing policies in the proposal and described the existing housing arrangements at the airport.  Discussion ensued in regards to the appropriate size of any accessory apartment units.  The Commission stated that their intention was to ensure that such units were a secondary use and that the primary use should be aviation structures such as hangars.  It was suggested that the allowed apartment size be limited on the ground floor to 500 square feet in size, and limited to 25% of the building floor area on the second floor.  Darla Feetham made a motion to amend the language proposed in subsection 19.20.020(2) to read as follows:
“(2) One single-unit apartment up to 500 square feet in size on the ground floor, or 25% of the floor area on the second floor, within the individual hangar, as an accessory use, for use by lessee of the lot only. Such units must connect to public water and sanitary sewer when it becomes available.”

The Commission also discussed the need to develop an avigation easement for use on adjacent properties, in accordance with the Airport Layout Plan.  

Discussion ensued regarding the revised lease agreements and the need to discuss allowed uses further with interested parties.  The Commission will hold a workshop at the next meeting to discuss these issues further.  

Potential Rezones:  Planner Lahr briefly discussed some potential rezone applications that may be submitted for the Planning Commission to review once the docketing period ends on April 30, 2006.
