planning commission meeting

September 4, 2007
7:15 PM: The meeting was called to order by Vice Chair George Theodoratus.

Roll Call: George Theodoratus, Don Payne, Doug Gates, Robert Dileo, and Marty Glaser. Commissioners absent: Carol Pederson and Tim Cooley. 
Approval of Minutes: Marty Glaser made a motion to accept the minutes of the August 7, 2007 meeting. Don Payne seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Audience Participation:  None

OLD BUSINESS

Chairs Report:  No report. 

Parks Committee Update: Jason Miller is now the Parks Committee Chair Person. There will be no additional parks meeting until the after the budget process has ended. 
Town Center Signage:  The progress of the project was discussed. The sign posts are planned as museum piece quality. Discussion also ensued regarding the use of Capital Improvement Funds for the project and requesting contributions from the Chamber of Commerce and local businesses in Town. The Town has obtained a $10,000 grant from the Port of Skagit County, but the additional funds must be secured along with proper permits and approvals prior to grant disbursement. The location of the sign was also discussed with some members of the Planning Commission noting the importance of locating the sign where it would encourage visitors to the Main Street area. Janicki logging has verbally committed to donating the logs and they should be available in October. 

Discussion ensued regarding the current planning procedures ordinances. The Town’s insurance company, AWC, requires a review of planning procedures by their land use attorney for compliance with state laws. The current procedures, as well as the Planning Commission draft procedures, will be sent to the insurance company for review and comment.
A motion was made by Robert Dileo to resubmit the draft planning procedures to the Town Council and the Town’s Insurance Company for comment. A second to the motion was made by Marty Glaser. The motion passed unanimously.
Discussion was also held regarding possible Latecomer Agreements for water and sewer line extensions made by developers. 
NEW BUSINESS
Planning Commission Position Vacancy: There has been one application received for the two open positions on the Planning Commission. Chris Jansen of 7638 Cedar Park submitted an application for consideration.  It was the consensus of the Commission to post notices around town to advertise the remaining open position.   

Planning Commission Secretary: Marty Glaser nominated Robert Dileo for the position of Planning Commission Secretary. Robert Dileo nominated Marty Glaser for the position. Marty Glaser declined the nomination. The nomination of Robert Dileo for the position of Planning Commission Secretary was voted and approved with Robert Dileo opposed. 

COMMISSIONER REQUEST AND REPORTS

Town Planner Lacy Lahr updated the Commission regarding the open Planner position being currently advertised. Several members of the Planning Commission suggested that Sharon Stewart may be interested in the position. Discussion ensued regarding possible candidates for the position and the possibility of contracting with Skagit County for planning services. It was also noted that the Mayor will appoint a person for the position.
